'The Landore Express Busway', Swansea
BRTuk are pleased to invite members to join an organised viewing of the ftrmetro Bus Rapid Transit (BRT) scheme in operation in Swansea.  The Swansea BRT network includes a two-way cross city-centre public transport corridor and also the “Landore express busway” an innovative mile long roadway which runs parallel to the train line entering Swansea Train Station. 

BRTuk attendees will be afforded the opportunity to see first hand how Swansea's ftrmetro scheme makes significant time savings on journeys into and from Swansea city centre whilst catering for bus priority measures on radial corridors to Singleton & Morriston.

The BRT network has been brought to fruition by Swansea Council with money from the Welsh Assembly Government and European Union.  The network will utilise ftr vehicles operated by FirstGroup and supplied by Wrightbus/Volvo.

Radial routes have been designed to link two hospitals, sports stadia, Swansea railway station, Quadrant bus station and the pedestrianised shopping centre. The Landore express busway is used by the ftrmetro and park and ride services and employs 8 foot protection gates at either end, triggered by special transponders underneath the vehicles to ensure its 'bus-only' status.
